To use the Cisco AnyConnect client, please follow the below steps.

Click the “AnyConnect” tab on the left side of the screen then click “Start AnyConnect” located in the middle of the page. 


* If you are using Windows Vista, you must enter the Shands homepage as a trusted site in Internet Explorer. Please refer to the instructions on the right side of the above screen to allow this.

You will know that you are connected when you see the AnyConnect icon near the clock.  
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Below are links to Portal, PACS, and Infonet.  Copy these links to your desktop.   Once connected to the VPN you can click on the shortcut to your desktop such as Portal and access the application.

Once you have installed the AnyConnect client for the 1st time, you do not have to go to the Shands VPN website to login if you choose not to. 

You can now go to “Start\All Programs\Cisco\AnyConnect VPN Client” and copy and paste a shortcut to your desktop.

Once on the desktop click on the AnyConnect and you will see something like this.
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You will need to enter sjaxvpn.shands.org in the “Connect to” box.

Then enter you username and password.

You will know that you are connected when you see the client connected.  
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Once you get into the VPN you will need to open Remote Desktop to get into your computer.

Go Start/All Programs/Accessories/Communications/Remote Desktop Connection.

You can copy the Remote Desktop Connection and paste it as an Icon on the Desktop.

Open Remote Desktop and type in the hostname or IP Address of the computer you are trying to remote into.
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
